Scientific activity

The university has opened postgraduate courses in the following specialties: 12.00.03 “Civil Law and Civil Process, Family Law; Private International Law”; 12.00.06 “Land Law, Agricultural Law, Environmental Law, Ecological Law”; 12.00.08 ”Criminal Law and Criminology, Criminal Process Law“, 12.00.09 “Criminal Process and Criminalistics; Judicial Expertise”. It has published the collection of scientific articles “Actual Problems of improving the current legislation of Ukraine” (specialized periodical scientific publications).

Over the past four years the institute has developed into a leading scientific centre which investigates the problems of civil and corporate law, social security, environmental and agricultural law, criminology, criminal law and process etc.

Since 2010 Institute of Law has been a member of the Academy of Environmental Law of the International Union for Conservation of Nature. The Academy is a unique network of academic institutions involved into improving of legal education in ecology, whose members today are more than 130 universities.
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The students are provided with spacious modern class rooms, specialized library, electronic library, information and publishing centre, laboratory, internet, dormitory, student cafe “Themes”, sports facilities, dispensary, scientific and problem groups, amateur groups and sports clubs, student newspaper, student radio.

Precarpathian National University named after Vasyl Stefanyk started to train lawyers in 1992. According to the Decree of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine of the 20th of June 2002, Institute of Law was created as a part of Law Department and College of Law.
